Indian Victorian postal stationery are known used from several foreign countries including Aden, Bahrain; Bandar
Abbas, British Somaliland, British East Africa, Burma, Bushire, Busrah, Guadur, Jask, Linga, Mahommera, Muscat, Nepal,
Omara, Pasni and Zanzi-bar. In such cases, the postal administration of said countries was under the direct supegvision of t
