Prestigious new premises for The Royal Philatelic Society London

One hundred years since the purchase of its legendary headquarters at 41 Devonshire Place, London W1, The Royal
Philatelic Society London is moving to new and larger premises in the historic centre of the City of London at 15 Abchurch
Lane, London EC4N 7BW.

Membership of the Society now stands at
almost 2,400. This, together with the
continuing gr owt h of
collections, means that the facilities at 41
Devonshire Place are no longer large
enough nor serve the needs of members. In
late 2016, the Council of the Society took
the decision to buy a larger, convenient,
characterful new home in central London.
The search was led by Chris King, Past
President of the Society, who took almost a
year to find the new building. He said:
