Chairman: Welcomed all the AGM and reflected on the
last year.

Secretary: Neil Sargentreported on the usual 3 meetings
held during the season with the October meeting comprising
the auction which saw a total sales of £5,513 and Chiltern
competition won by John Barker. The April meeting
enjoyed and excellent display of Belgium postal stationery
by Chris Howe followed by the One Sheet competition won
by Neil Sargent.

Overall the
percentage of lots sold over the last 12 auctions had fallen
from 56% to 35% with only 14% of members bidding in the
last sale.

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GB PROVISIONAL LABEL S REVISING COMPENSATION RATES
Steven Harrison FRPSL

The Postal Stationery Society Journal.

Originally published in The London Philatelist, VI6 Issue no 1442 pp 4 in January/February 2017.

A system of insurance which covered the sender of registered packets above the standard £2 indemnity was introduced
on ' May 1886. A fee of a penny in addition to the normal registration fee effected insurance up to £5, and for 2d insurance
up to £10 was secured.

At the same time as this system of insurance was introduced it was decided to print details of it on the back of postal
stationery envelopes. Mc Corquodal ebs were prepared to o
thousand. At that time the Post Office Stores had on hand no fewer than 4,200,000 einwetgkmg 16 ton$ which
would need overprinting. (4,200,000 + 1,000 = 4,200 x 1s 6&31500-00)

On 22 March 1886 the Controller of Stores proposed t
10,000 at a time for overprinting. Senior managers within the Post Office examined the problem and felt that the profit marg
on such a huge stock would not be sufficient if the envelopes were returned to the printers for overprinting at thagrice bei
quoted. They were also appalled at the logistics of shifting 16 tons of envelopes back and forward.

In the end it was decided to produce adhesive labels bearing the insurance details and affix them to the stock. The labe
were procured for 5d per thousand by HMSO (See Ref.1). (5d x 4,200 = 21,000d £&240G=00)

£31500-00

£8710-00
£22710-00 cheaper than being overprinted.

After being printed, stocks of the labels were sent to postmasters, leaving the burden of affixing the labels to the
envelopes to them. At the same time postmasters were encouraged to stick the labels on ordinary packets brought in f
registration.

Over the life of the labels revising compensation rates 11 different types have been identified.

Type 1 (February1886)

The first provisional labels described Byeven Harrison were produced in 1886 printed in black to be affixed to
existing stocks of registration envelopes.
